Final Four Tournament at Forest Lake and Chisago Lakes.
Saturday, June 2, Monday, June 4, Tuesday, June 5, and rain day if needed on Wednesday, June 6. 
Day one : Game times will be 1 p.m. and 4 p.m. Double elimination tournament.  If possible, host site plays at home for the first game. Round one final four, 1 vs. 4, 2 vs. 3. Round two final four, winners vs. winners at Forest Lake, losers vs. losers at Chisago Lakes. 
Day two: Monday, June 4 at Forest Lake at 7:00 p.m.

Round three, winner of the losers bracket vs. loser of the winners bracket. 
Day three: Tuesday, June 5 at Forest Lake at 4:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. or thirty minutes 
Round four, winner of round three vs. the team finishing 2-0 on day one. If the undefeated team loses, a second game will follow. Game times will be adjusted to an earlier time(s) if one or more teams are involved in a commencement. 
Wednesday, June 6, This date will only be used if we have rain issues.

MEDIA: Please advise your local media on game times, dates and ticket prices.  Inform local radio stations to call section site if they intend on broadcasting the game so proper arrangements can be made. 

Suspended Games and Regulation Games: 

All games interrupted by weather, once begun, will be considered suspended games and will continue from where they left off at the earliest possible date and time.  The ten run rule will be in effect for all games.  Note: a suspended game is any game that is ended before it becomes a regulation game, or a regulation game that has a tie score when ended.  A regulation game is defined by rule to be one that has completed five (5) full innings or one where the home team is leading after four and one half innings. If after five innings, both teams have not had an equal number of innings at bat, and the game is called, the final score shall be determined by reverting to the last complete inning played.  That score then becomes the final score. 

*Championship game(s), the team with the higher seed will be the home team. Rotate to visitor for second game. Flip coin to determine home team, if third (3rd) game is needed. 

Home Team: The team with the higher seed will be the home team and use the third base dugout.  Note:  The host team will use their home field and use their dugout in their games.
